The COMMISSION ON INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY, an institution duly organized and existing under and by virtue of Executive Order No. 269 dated 12 January 2004 as the primary policy, planning, coordinating, implementing, regulating, and administrative body of the executive branch of Government, with principal office address at C. P. Garcia Avenue, UP Diliman, Quezon City, represented herein by its Chairman, RAMON P. SALES.  herein referred to as “CICT”;

A MEMBER OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES, who is sponsoring the implementation of the iSchools Project in her recipient Public High School in her district represented by its Representative, HON. NERISSA S. RUIZ, M.D. (hereinafter referred to as “SPONSOR”);  

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT UNIT - hereinafter referred to as LGU, that aims to support the Consolacion NHS and shoulder the payment of but not limited to electricity, Internet subscription after the first year of subscription, with principal office address in Poblacion Occidental, Consolacion, Cebu, represented herein by the Municipal Chief Executive, Hon. Mayor AVELINO J. GUNGOB, SR.
The DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION – Cebu Province Division, an agency of the government that aims to provide access, progress and quality in basic education by formulating and implementing key programs and projects to enable every citizen to acquire basic preparation, with principal office address in Old CPDRC, M.J. Cuenco Avenue, Cebu City, represented herein by the Schools Division Superintendent, Supt. RECAREDO G. BORGONIA, hereinafter referred to as “DepEd”;

Consolacion NHS, an educational institution organized and under the supervision of the Department of Education, with principal address in Poblacion Occidental, Consolacion, Cebu, represented herein by its Principal, ADELINA P. SEMBLANTE, hereinafter referred to as “Consolacion NHS”;

WITNESSETH, THAT:

WHEREAS, all parties are cognizant of the growing “digital divide” in the Philippines that is widening the gap between the information and communications technology (ICT) “haves” and “have-nots”;

WHEREAS, all parties recognize the urgent need to develop ICT skills among the youth and to integrate ICT in the Philippine education system, specifically by maximizing the use of such technology in teaching and learning core subjects such as Math, Science, Languages, Social Science, etc;

WHEREAS, CICT-HCDG has agreed to set-up HS CeC laboratories in public schools, educators’ training and provide e-learning modules on the effective uses of ICT in teaching and learning;

WHEREAS, the Sponsor will select the recipient Public High School in his/her district and will provide logistical support for the requirements of the school;

WHEREAS, DepEd is the government agency that oversees programs and projects directed at public high schools in the CEBU PROVINCE DIVISION, including Consolacion National High School;

WHEREAS, one of Consolacion NHS’s priorities is developing the computer and Internet literacy skills of its students, and more importantly, effectively using ICTs to enrich the teaching and learning process.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the parties hereby agree to set-up and operate a High School Community eCenter Laboratory (HS CeC Lab) at Consolacion NHS, and bind themselves to the terms and conditions stated hereunder.

1. Description

The HS CeC Project is a flagship project of the CICT. The objectives of which are to strengthen classroom learning and instruction by expanding access to varied sources of information. The initiative responds directly to a national development priority and will bring e-learning opportunities and ICT for learning resources to teachers and less advantaged Public High Schools students in the Philippines in an exciting, innovative, and locally meaningful way.

The program will provide these students with the opportunity to acquire the necessary skills to take advantage of modern information and communications technology. The program also opens the door to additional development opportunities by linking the communities surrounding the public secondary schools to the HS CeC Lab. The project aims to provide computer access and internet connectivity to all public high schools throughout the country by 2010 in order to bridge the digital divide.
2. Duties and Responsibilities of CICT

Under this Agreement, CICT shall provide funding for the project, as follows:

2.1. Provide 21 computers bundled with an Operating System, Office Productivity Tools software, network equipment, and other peripherals;

2.2. Network installation;

2.3. Unlimited broadband Internet access for the first twelve (12) months of operations;

2.4. Educators’ training (Laboratory Management Training, Teacher’s Training, CeC Operations Training, and Sustainability Training).

2.5. setup a sustainable handholding mechanism between the recipient public high school and the CICT-HCDG partner State Universities & Colleges

2.6. monitor the operation of the CeC HS; evaluate and recommend best strategies and options for its continuous operation

2.7. submit result of M&E to the sponsoring congressman and the DepEd division office

3. Duties and Responsibilities of Sponsor

Under this Agreement, the Sponsor shall:

3.1. Select the recipient school from her congressional district and/or any Public High School of her choice, provided that the school has not been a recipient of any similar project initiatives; and,

3.2. Provide the logistical support and/or requirements for the implementation of the HS CeC Project in her district.

4. Duties and Responsibilities of  DepEd

Under this Agreement, DepEd has the following duties and responsibilities:

4.1. Support the operations of the HS CeC Lab by providing additional funding, as government regulations will allow;

4.2. Support the training of teachers and non-teaching staff by providing all possible incentives for such professional development activities;

4.3. Facilitate the conduct of teacher training workshops by providing administrative and logistical support; and

4.4. Promote the integration of ICT in the curriculum by, among others, encouraging and supporting ICT-related initiatives and projects of teachers and students of Consolacion NHS. 

5. Duties and Responsibilities of Consolacion NHS
Under this Agreement, Consolacion NHS  has the following duties and responsibilities:

5.1. Prepare a room in coordination with CICT partner SUC that will house the HS CeC Lab, according to specifications provided by CICT; 

5.2. Provide security for the laboratory and its users;

5.3. Maintain order and cleanliness in the HS CeC Lab premises and surrounding area;

5.4. Handle the payment of all recurring costs in operating the HS CeC Lab, including but not limited to electricity, Internet subscription after the first year of subscription, purchase of  toner, paper, and other supplies;

5.5. Assign at least two regular staff to act as Laboratory Manager and support staff, according to the criteria provided by CICT;

5.6. Allow teachers and non-teaching personnel to undergo training on Computer and Internet Literacy, and all other courses deemed appropriate by all parties;

5.7. Echo the training stated in section 5.6 above to other teachers and non-teaching staff from other schools in the community;

5.8. Allow the Laboratory Manager and support staff to undergo training on systems administration, hardware maintenance, and all other courses deemed appropriate by CICT;

5.9. Formulate and strictly enforce an acceptable use policy, as agreed upon by CICT and Consolacion NHS; 

5.10. Maximize the use of the HS CeC Lab for both formal and non-formal educational purposes;

5.11. Allow teachers and students use of the HS CeC Lab, according to an agreed upon schedule, for implementing ICT learning projects;

5.12. Allow the community use of the HS CeC Lab on weekends or after school hours under strict supervision of Consolacion NHS;

5.13. Submit a quarterly report on the operations of the HS CeC Lab, including but not limited to the number of users, type of users, purpose of use, and duration of use; and

5.14. Create a mechanism to ensure that Consolacion NHS will be able to continue paying for the recurring costs of operating the HS CeC Lab for at least five years it commences operations.

6. Miscellaneous Provisions

6.1 All hardware, software, network and peripheral equipment, and all other items deployed by CICT in the HS CeC Lab. No items may be taken out of the Laboratory or used for any other purpose than for that which is stated in this Agreement without the permission of CICT.

6.2 Ownership of all hardware, software, network and peripheral equipment, and all other items deployed by CICT in the HS CeC Lab shall be transferred to Consolacion NHS by CICT after this Agreement expires, provided that Consolacion NHS can demonstrate, based on criteria agreed upon by all parties, that it can 1) sustain laboratory operations, and 2) maximize the use of the HS CeC Lab for formal and non-formal educational purposes; 

6.3 Consolacion NHS shall exert efforts in the establishment of partnership with the Parent-Teacher-Community Association, the School Board, the local government, the private sector, non-government organizations, and all other organizations that can help in sustaining the operations of the HS CeC Lab;

6.4 This Agreement shall cover the basic agreement of the parties while a conformed letter will indicate the specific details, which will be prepared whenever necessary;

6.5 This Agreement is not assignable to any other party without written permission from either of the signatories. Any attempt to assign any rights, duties and obligations that arise under this Agreement without such prior permission shall be void.

6.6 The parties shall negotiate in good faith to resolve any dispute arising between the parties in respect of the interpretation of this Agreement and the performance of obligations hereunder.

6.7 There shall be no employer-employee or principal-agent relations between the parties. Each party shall be responsible for claims of its employees for death or injury sustained in the course of performing their functions.

7. Effectivity and Termination

7.1 This Agreement takes on <Date in effect> and shall remain effective until <date expires>, subject to renewal by the parties.

7.2 CICT may, at any time, recommend additional work or services and conditions of this Agreement. Such additions or changes in work or conditions of this Agreement shall be deemed approved when agreed in writing by the parties, and shall have the same effect as a contiguous part of this Agreement;

7.3 This Agreement is made under and shall be construed according to the laws of the Republic of the Philippines.
